1. WORKING OF MIRACLES
 
Working of Miracles – Are manifestations of the Holy Spirit supernatural works that could not be produced by natural agents and means, unexplainable by the laws of nature.  

Important truths regarding Bible Miracles involve physical needs (Acts 2:43, 44).  Miracles and wonders are signs of Divine Authority.  It's a testimony to Jesus' power and authority.  Miracles are intended to have an impact on the observer to create a sense of awe and wonder; his disciples saw in the miracles Jesus' glory, and put their faith in him.  Miracles happen by the hearing of faith, meditating, confessing and believing God’s word (Galatians 3:5); but most importantly by the sovereign will of God 1 Corinthians 12:11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will. They involved genuine Bible faith.  Faith is man responding to God's Word and Will:  believing God concerning what he has said; knowing God's will and acting on it.
 
Acts 3:2 And a certain man lame from his mother's womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms of them that entered into the temple; 3 Who seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple asked an alms. 4 And Peter fastening his eyes upon him with John, said, look upon us. 5 And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something of them. 6 Then Peter said, silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee; In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk. 7 And he took him by the right hand, and lifted him up; and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength. 8 And he leaping up stood, and walked, and entered with them into the temple, walking and leaping, and praising God.
 
The Working of Miracles enabled Peter and John to allow the Holy Ghost to manifest his awesome power, followed by preaching of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, which many heard and over five thousand believed that day.

2. PROPHECY

Prophecy:  prediction, a foreteller, speaking under divine inspiration a future event.
. 
1 Corinthians 14:3 But he that prophesieth speaketh unto men to edification, and exhortation, and comfort. 4 He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; but he that prophesieth edifieth the church.
 
Definitions:
Edify: (Strong Bible Dictionary 3618) -- to be a house-builder, to construct, confirm, building up, to instruct and encourage.                                  
Comfort: (Strong Bible Dictionary 3688) -- to relate, console, encourage.       
Exhort: (Strong Bible Dictionary 3874) -- imploration, exhortation, solace, and entreaty.
Forth telling = to proclaim, declare and affirm by the Holy Ghost.
Foretelling = to tell of or indicate before hand; to predict the future.

Matthew 15:7 Ye hypocrites, well did Isaiah prophesy of you, saying, 8 This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoreth me with their lips; But their heart is far from me.

This prophecy in Matthew 15:7-8, was spoken 740 years earlier by the prophet Isaiah.  True prophecy not only speaks of results, but also to the motives, intents and deeds of the heart.
 
2 Peter 1:19 We have also a more sure word of prophecy; where ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a well that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts: 20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

A more sure word of prophecy refers to infallibility of the Scripture. It comes from God himself through holy men who were instruments of recording God’s message.  Prophecy is true revelation that originates from God and not man as a believer is moved by the Holy Ghost.  As mentioned earlier, prophecy is not only foretelling but also forth telling, when a Holy Ghost Baptized believer is moved by the Spirit of prophecy to make a declaration or an affirmation to a believer.  What was said assured the believer what the Holy Ghost had said privately he will confirm openly.
 
3.  DISCERNING OF SPIRITS

What it is not: 1. Suspicion – The gift of discerning of Spirits is not simply being suspicious of others.  2. A Gift of Criticism – This gift is not discerning of faults, but of spirits.  3.  The Gift of Discernment – This gift is not simply the ability to discern things. It is the gift of discerning of spirits. 

What it is: Definition -- Discerning of spirits is the Holy Ghost informing a Spirit filled believer of the presence of and the identity of spirits; both good and evil spirits.  Without it, those who seek to minister deliverance are simply guessing whether or not a demonic spirit is present and what type of spirit may be present.

Acts 16:16 And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying. 17 The same followed Paul and us, and cried saying, these men are the servants of the most High God, which show unto us the way of salvation. 18 And this did she many days, but Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, I command thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her, And he came out the same hour. 

Paul did not take her to a special deliverance service and ask her all about her history.  He just had the gift of discerning of spirits from the Holy Ghost to know she had a demon and to cast it out.  When the Holy Ghost revealed to Paul that it was a demon behind him mocking, he acted on it immediately.

Matthew 16:22 Then Peter took him, and began to rebuke him, saying, be it far from thee, Lord:  this shall not be unto thee. 23 But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me Satan:  thou are an offense unto me: for thou savorest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men. 

Jesus knew that what Peter had spoken was a trap of the enemy.  Jesus spoke to the devil, because he knew the Father's plan and he was obedient and the Holy Spirit revealed to him that Peter's words were influenced by Satan.
An antichrist spirit is one that confesses that God did not manifest himself in the flesh.  Jesus told Philip, "When you see me you have seen the Father” (John 14:9).  Anyone who says Jesus was just a prophet or just a man reveals the spirit of the anti-Christ.
  
1 John 4:1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God:  because many false prophets are gone out into the world. 2 Hereby know you the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: 3 And every spirit that confesses not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God:  and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.

John speaks both of the anti-Christ, who is coming, and of many antichrists, who have already come: 

I John 2:18 Dear children, this is the last hour; and as you have heard that the antichrist is coming, even now many antichrists have come. This is how we know it is the last hour. 

4.  DIVERS KINDS OF TONGUES/INTERPRETATION OF TONGUES

1 Corinthians 14:26 (NLT)  Well, my brothers and sisters, let's summarize what I am saying.  When you meet, one will sing, another will teach, another will tell some special revelation God has given, one will speak, in an unknown language, while another will interpret what is said, but everything that is done must be  useful to all and build them up in the Lord. 27 No more than two or three should speak in an unknown language.  They must speak one at a time, and someone must be ready to interpret what they are saying.  28 But if no one is present who can interpret, they must remain silent in the church meeting and speak to God privately.

The reason we want to start here at the summary is to get a complete understanding, that all of these Gifts of the Spirit are to be used to build up other saints and to bring the lost to Jesus Christ.  The gift of tongues and the interpretation of tongues are used in a meeting or service to edify others in the Body of Christ.  Let us not get confused, the divers kinds of tongues gift and the interpretation of tongues gifts, are various languages being spoken by a Spirit Filled believer who is operating in the gift of divers kinds of tongues and then being interpreted by a Spirit filled believer who has the gift of interpreting various languages. This is not the Baptism of the Holy Ghost with the evidence of speaking in unknown tongues that a believer receives after salvation or praying in the Spirit, building up your faith and your prayer life.  These spiritual gifts God gives to manifest themselves through a Spirit filled believer as he pleases, to exhort, comfort, and edify the Body.

1 Corinthians 14:5 I would like every one of you to speak in tongues, but I would rather have you prophesy. He who prophesies is greater than one who speaks in tongues, unless he interprets, so that the church may be edified. 

Prophecy is more beneficial than speaking in tongues to the hearers, unless someone interprets.  Then, they are similar gifts.

1 Corinthians 14:13For this reason anyone who speaks in a tongue should pray that he may interpret what he says. 14 For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my mind is unfruitful. 15 So what shall I do? I will pray with my spirit, but I will also pray with my mind; I will sing with my spirit, but I will also sing with my mind. 16 If you are praising God with your spirit, how can one who finds himself among those who do not understand[e] say "Amen" to your thanksgiving, since he does not know what you are saying?  17 You may be giving thanks well enough, but the other man is not edified. 18 I thank God that I speak in tongues more than all of you. 19 But in the church I would rather speak five intelligible words to instruct others than ten thousand words in a tongue.

5. How to Receive The Gifts of the Spirit

The gifts of the Spirit are wonderful gifts prepared and given by God through Christ Jesus for the purpose and benefit of the Body of Christ’s mission to manifest the Kingdom of God in the earth.  The Lord has prepared them and He has made them available for the work He’s sent us to do.  The scriptures below show that it is God that is the “gift giver.”
Matthew 28:18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. 19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.  1 Corinthians 12:4 Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 And there are differences of administrations, but the same Lord. 6 And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same God which worketh all in all. 7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. Ephesians 4:7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. 8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men.  Romans 12:5 So we, being many, are one body in Christ, and every one members one of another. 6 Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, let us prophesy according to the proportion of faith; 7 Or ministry, let us wait on our ministering: or he that teacheth, on teaching; 8 Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he that ruleth, with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness.  1 Corinthians 14:1 Follow after charity, and desire spiritual gifts, but rather that ye may prophesy.
The question now arises that says… “But how do I receive these gifts from God for the work of His Kingdom?”  I have learned through experience in receiving the gifts of God the following: 1. You must first be in a committed frame of mind of putting God first in your life. (Matthew 6:33)  2. Next you must walk in love and desire the gifts. (1 Corinthians 14:1)  3. Next you must be led of the Lord’s Spirit, for this is not an intellectual experience but a spiritual one.  Romans 8:14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.  Proverbs 3:5 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.  4. You must be a worker in “God’s Kingdom business,” diligently going about the activities of winning souls and getting them built up for God’s purposes. Luke 2:49 And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?  Mark 16:20 And they went forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs following. Amen. Acts 14:19 And there came thither certain Jews from Antioch and Iconium, who persuaded the people, and having stoned Paul, drew him out of the city, supposing he had been dead. 20 Howbeit, as the disciples stood round about him, he rose up, and came into the city: and the next day he departed with Barnabas to Derbe. 21 And when they had preached the gospel to that city, and had taught many, they returned again to Lystra, and to Iconium, and Antioch, 22 Confirming the souls of the disciples, and exhorting them to continue in the faith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of God.
To further assist you in this Godly Kingdom Quest, consider the following:
1. How many persons have you led to the Lord in the last six months? ______________
2. Hearing from God is a must!  Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God. (Romans 10:17) Without faith it is impossible to please God…(Hebrews 11:6) For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. (Romans 8:14) 
3. His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and faithful servant: thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord. (Matthew 25:21)  Though thy beginning was small, yet thy latter end should greatly increase. (Job 8:7)   God is pleased with those who like the mustard seed with faith, start small and grow with diligence and belief and trust in God, grow into huge trees via the power of their trust in God.
4. What you hear you must believe and obey.  Isaiah 1:19 If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of the land: Romans 4:20 He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God; 21 And being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform. 22 And therefore it was imputed to him for righteousness.
5. What are you doing to assist in persons being built up in their faith?  ___________________________________________________________________________________  What are you doing independently towards this task? _________________________________________

6. Are you established in the Faith (solid knowledge and activity of and in the 9 foundation stones found in Hebrews 6: 1-3 and the 9 Christ characteristics manifesting in your life as shown in 2 Peter 1:1-11? ____________________________________________________________________________________
7. Are you faithfully and diligently attached to your calling and submitted to a local church Pastor and ministry that is bringing forth God’s Kingdom in the earth with the fruit of God and signs following?___________________________________________________________________________
8. You must move in faith, not intellect.  So many Christians are waiting to feel or see something…that’s not faith.  In December of 2018 during a sermon, the Lord told me to speak to one of our teens that the Lord was going to give him a car.  I spoke right at that moment to the person.  That was by faith.  Instantly, the Lord then stated, “tell him he’s not going to have to pay for it.”  I spoke that also, by and in faith.  In February of 2019 he sent me a text with the picture of his SUV that his father, who has not been involved in his life, had sent him.  When we hear the Lord, believe what He has said and then ACT ON IT, He then gives us the next step.  Had I not acted on the first thing the Lord had said to me, “tell the young man that I am going to give him a car,” then the Lord would not have spoken the next item which was…tell him he’s not going to have to pay for it.  In order to move in the gifts….we must hear, believe, and then act without seeing or feeling anything!
If you answered in the affirmative in these questions, ask God for His direction in moving in “His gifts,” and follow His leading.  Remember He is the gift giver and it is for His purposes and His Kingdom.
Section 4 of this lesson came from my being led of the Spirit of God.  He awakened me at 3:50am on January 28, 2017 and said to me to go take a look at lesson 7 to see if it shows how one can receive the gifts of God and walk in them; it didn’t.  He then gave me those things that preceded in 1 - 7 above.  In order to be led of the Spirit you must hear and obey, then follow the Lord.
Now, let’s consider the following:
January 31, 2017 @ 5 a.m.… had a dream of Jeremy, our son, as a little boy as the four of our family are visiting at a church with three raised seats and a space large enough for someone to sit in on a row of a pew, and Jeremy's insistence of sitting in the raised seats and not in the space that was large enough for one to sit in.  I ended up taking him outside the sanctuary to punish him due to his refusal to obey. The real issue the Lord showed me was the iniquity of stubbornness. Then the next dream was of a conversation with a group of Christians regarding whether they had the gifts of the Spirit. The majority of them thought that experiences that they had had, which were really normal intellectual one’s in their lives could be passed on as supernatural.  I gave them information showing them that most of the experiences were not supernatural.  I could see there was a linkage between Jeremy as a little boy in the dream and his outright refusal to bend, which was the iniquity of stubbornness and the thinking of and in the group of Christians regarding natural ability and super natural abilities, showed the need for clarification in the Body of Christ on the issue. 

Here are examples of supernatural gifting: 
1. A Supernatural experience was a “lost phone incident in 2015 whereby my lost phone was found via God's intervention. God said as I was searching for my phone; “I'm looking at your phone,” then the next day while I was worshipping Him and began to bind whatever satanic spirit that I believed was influencing whoever had picked up my phone, the Lord told me,  “I didn't tell you to bind and loose anything…because I have some honest people out here and I sent your angel to get one to come and pick up your phone… now tell your angel where you'd like the phone to be taken.”  I then told the angel to have the phone taken to the Sprint retail office at Middlebelt and the Jeffries freeway. That's where the phone was retrieved less than 12 hours later.  
2. Elder Mo’s ministry at the church on 1/29/17 regarding 11-year-old Rachel when he paused while ministering to her and stated, “I see the Lord taking you into the field of medicine.”  Rachel has shared with us, without elder Mo being around, that she wanted to be a pediatrician.  There is no humanly way Elder Mo could know this except by the supernatural gifting of a word of knowledge.
 3. Over 42 years ago after Jeremy's birth, Pat prophesied extensively as we were speaking on the phone and praying… she prophesied of what was going on in my life in the past, present and what would happen in the future.  Then she stated that these same things would be prophesied to me again on the same day. This happened just as she said within 12 hours by another Prophet not known of myself, called me out of a crowd of over 3,000 teens and prophesied these three areas precisely as did Pat within 12 hours of her prophecy.   
4. The instance, 17 - 18 years ago, where Pat and I were at a mall and we stopped in a food court to get some yogurt; there was a young lady there selling the yogurt.  After the purchase, I went back and told her 3 things that the Lord had revealed to me in a word of knowledge.  One, go back home, two, get back in school, three, everything will be alright with your mom.  About 2 weeks later, while Pat went back to get some yogurt at that same mall, the young lady said that she was 17 years old and pregnant and had one, run away from home, two, dropped out of school, three, her mom had let her move back into the home.
5. The instance where I was the acting postmaster at the Birmingham post office in 1986 between January and June and an employee, a lady that the Lord had struck up a friendship between ourselves around fellowshipping regarding Jesus.  The lady's sister worked at the office and was grievously ill whereby it was reported that she had been given the last rites of the Catholic Church due to her hopeless situation.  Her sister came to me and asked if I would come and pray for her sister at the Beaumont Hospital.  As we crossed the threshold of the hospital, the Lord spoke to me and said, “do not look at her condition, look at me.”  Upon going into her room, I told a visitor there that I had not come there in the capacity of postmaster of the Birmingham Post Office, but as one that hears from God. The ill lady had had a stroke, heart attacks, pneumonia and was in a coma; only the whites of her eyes could be seen, while her skin complexion was as dust and her hair was strings.  I laid hands on her forehead, acknowledged the Lord and prayed less than 10 seconds for her and left.  The next week she walked into my office and thanked me for praying for her. 

These five incidents show supernatural intervention of God via the gifting of the Spirit.  In the instance number 1, it shows a word of knowledge and word of wisdom.  Instance number 2, shows a word of knowledge and prophecy.  Instance number 3, shows a word of knowledge and prophecy.  Instance number 4, shows a word of knowledge.  Instance number 5, shows the gifts of faith and gift of healings.  All of these occurrences had the same following criteria in common in the persons God used to utilize His supernatural gifts in: 
1. People that God worked his gifting through; placed God first in their lives and stood out in the Body of Christ as ones that by faithfulness, diligence, holiness and righteousness, through consecration, God manifested His power through His gifting.
2.  The people also were about the business of winning souls to God and getting them built up in Him. 
3. The people were rooted and grounded in the nine foundational stones and the 9 Christ characteristics and they were all baptized in the Holy Ghost speaking in tongues regularly.  
4. All the people moving in God’s supernatural gifting were in a place of hearing from God regularly.  
5. All were “HBO” Christians; hearing from God, believing in God and obeying God.  
6. All were faithfully and diligently attached to their calling and submitted to a pastor in a local church.  
7. All were walking in love and desired God's gifts.

The WHY?...Regarding the Gifts of the Spirit
For those Christians who might be thinking that you’ve gotten along “OK” without the use of the Gifts of the Spirit in your lives…consider the following:
It’s stated that God our Father has made provision for us to receive His “Expected End Predestinated in the Image of His Son, that the Eye hasn’t seen nor Ear heard or have even entered our Hearts that God has already Prepared for us” in our lives as spoken to us in:
 Jeremiah 29:11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.
Romans 8:29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.
1 Corinthians 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 11 For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.
However, those tremendous Predestinated End plans are all the results awaiting us in our inheritance from the renewed mind of Christ as spoken in Romans 12:2 and Ephesians 4:22-24.  As we consider the tremendous Supernatural power that has been given us by our Lord Jesus Christ, we must be on the alert that Satan, although far, far beyond measure, far below the abilities and power of Jesus, is supernatural also.  The war that he is waging is utilizing “copy-cat gifting” just as the Lord has given us.  Take note of the following passages: Exodus 7:10 And Moses and Aaron went in unto Pharaoh, and they did so as the LORD had commanded: and Aaron cast down his rod before Pharaoh, and before his servants, and it became a serpent. 11 Then Pharaoh also called the wise men and the sorcerers: now the magicians of Egypt, they also did in like manner with their enchantments. 12 For they cast down every man his rod, and they became serpents: but Aaron's rod swallowed up their rods.  2 Corinthians 7:13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ. 14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. 15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.  The truth of the matter is Satan is moving against us with supernatural power and has come to steal, kill and destroy!  (John 10:10)  We must understand that for us not to move in the power given to us of God is to fall victim to an enemy that our intellects have no defense nor weaponry against.  Imagine what would Moses and Aaron have done had they not had the rod of the Lord?!  The Lord, with the angels and gifts of His Spirit has given us multiple “rods of the Lord!”  However, if the gifts are left unused then we are not able to say as did David in Psalm 23:4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.  Also in Ephesians 6:10-18 we are cautioned and warned that our warfare is not carnal, or intellectual but against spiritual enemies that have great power in high places, and we must utilize the gifts of Godly Spiritual weaponry!  The last spiritual weapon mentioned in the Ephesians passage in verse 18 is that we utilize one of the Spiritual gifts, praying in the Spirit!  “Ephesians 6:18A Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit.”  We have learned thus far in this course of study that the number 9 signifies maturity and completion…9 foundation stones, 9 Christ characteristics, 9 issues of life and 9 fruit of the Spirit.  Well praise God, the Lord has given us 9 gifts of His Spirit for our “power-pack” to be used to bring us into our Spiritual inheritance!
LESSON TAKE AWAYS:

1. KNOWLEDGE: God gives these gifts so we can walk in the supernatural.

2. UNDERSTANDING: God wants every believer to be filled with his Spirit and then desire earnestly the best gifts.

3. APPLICATION: We should strive to walk in love and the Holy Spirit will display Spiritual Gifts through us.

1 Corinthians 12:10 KJV To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues: 11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will.
1 Corinthians 12:10 NIV to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. 11 All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he distributes them to each one, just as he determines.
