1. THE 3RD. TYPE OF SOIL THAT GOD’S WORD FALLS ON: SOIL # 3
[bookmark: _Hlk191398016]We are giving the 4 types of soil (mind-sets) that the seeds (Word) of God fall upon with further explanation so that you can identify more easily your status and therefore work with the Lord in getting His results (fruit) in your life.  This lesson will focus on the soil type 3, which are the Thorns represented by the cares of the world, the deceitfulness of RICHE$ and lusts of other things.
	3. Seed sown on “Thorny Soil” Matthew 13:22, Mark 4:18 and Luke 8:14

	God spoke the word, and it fell amongst thorns and the thorns (A. cares of this world, B. deceitfulness of riches and C. the lusts of other things) grew up with the word and choked it and brought no fruit to maturity.
Matthew 13:7 And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up, and choked them:
Matthew 13:22 He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful.
Mark 4:7 And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no fruit.
Mark 4:18 And these are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the word, 19 And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful.
Luke 8:7 And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprang up with it, and choked it.
Luke 8:15 And that which fell among thorns are they, which, when they have heard, go forth, and are choked with cares and riches and pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to perfection.


In cases such as this, God’s word is sown but the heart (mind or soul) is filled with “cares of worldliness, the deceitfulness of RICHE$ and lusts of other things, choke the roots and Planting of God’s word causing no fruit to develop into maturity. 
Matthew 13:9 Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. 10 And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? 11 He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given. 12 For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath. 13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. 14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: 15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them. 16 But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. 17 For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them.
2 A. “CARES OF THE WORLD.”
	A. CARES OF THE WORLD
[bookmark: _Hlk191402823]Definition: God’s word is sown but the heart (mind or soul) is filled with “cares of this world,” = no fruit developed to maturity.  World: G2889 the ungodly multitude; the whole mass of men alienated from God, and therefore hostile to the cause of Christ. world affairs, the aggregate of things earthly
the whole circle of earthly goods, endowments riches, advantages, pleasures, etc, which although hollow and frail and fleeting, stir desire, seduce from God and are obstacles to the cause of Christ. All of mankind’s life’s non-spiritual values, laws and standards that are against God. 
Matthew 16:21 From that time forth began Jesus to shew unto his disciples, how that he must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day. 22 Then Peter took him, and began to rebuke him, saying, Be it far from thee, Lord: this shall not be unto thee. 23 But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men. 24 Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 25 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his life for my sake shall find it. 26 For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? 27 For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works. 28 Verily I say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see the Son of man coming in his kingdom.
Titus 2:1 But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine: 2 That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience. 3 The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things; 4 That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children, 5 To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed. 6 Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded. 7 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity, 8 Sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the contrary part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of you. 9 Exhort servants to be obedient unto their own masters, and to please them well in all things; not answering again; 10 Not purloining, but shewing all good fidelity; that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Saviour in all things. 11 For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, 12 Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world; 13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works. 15 These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no man despise thee.
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3B. “DECEITFULNESS OF RICHE$.”
	DECEITFULNESS OF RICHES
Definition: God’s word is sown but the heart (mind or soul) is plagued with using a large amount of time and energy trying to get rich and have an abundance of external, worldly things  = no fruit developed to maturity.
Wanton:
1. done, shown, used, etc., maliciously or unjustifiably: 2. a wanton attack; wanton cruelty. deliberate and without motive or provocation; uncalled-for; headstrong; willful: 3. without regard for what is right, just, humane, etc.; careless; reckless: a wanton attacker of religious convictions. 4 sexually lawless or unrestrained; loose; lascivious; lewd: wanton behavior. 5. extravagantly or excessively luxurious, as a person, manner of living, or style. 
Deuteronomy 8:13 And when thy herds and thy flocks multiply, and thy silver and thy gold is multiplied, and all that thou hast is multiplied; 14 Then thine heart be lifted up, and thou forget the LORD thy God, which brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage;
Deuteronomy 8:18 But thou shalt remember the LORD thy God: for it is he that giveth thee power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy fathers, as it is this day.
Psalm 23:1 The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not want.
Psalm 24:1 The earth is the LORD's, and the fulness thereof; the world, and they that dwell therein.
Proverbs 3:9 Honour the LORD with thy substance, and with the firstfruits of all thine increase: 10 So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine. 11 My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction: 12 For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.
Malachi 3:6 For I am the LORD, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed. 7 Even from the days of your fathers ye are gone away from mine ordinances, and have not kept them. Return unto me, and I will return unto you, saith the LORD of hosts. But ye said, Wherein shall we return? 8 Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings. 9 Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation. 10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it. 11 And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts.
Philippians 4:10 But I rejoiced in the Lord greatly, that now at the last your care of me hath flourished again; wherein ye were also careful, but ye lacked opportunity. 11 Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever state I am, therewith to be content. 12 I know both how to be abased, and I know how to abound: every where and in all things I am instructed both to be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to suffer need. 13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.
1 Timothy 6:1 Let as many servants as are under the yoke count their own masters worthy of all honour, that the name of God and his doctrine be not blasphemed. 2 And they that have believing masters, let them not despise them, because they are brethren; but rather do them service, because they are faithful and beloved, partakers of the benefit. These things teach and exhort. 3 If any man teach otherwise, and consent not to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is according to godliness; 4 He is proud, knowing nothing, but doting about questions and strifes of words, whereof cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmising,

An example of this behavior would be an individual who has heard the word of God have the roots of the word and or the outer growth of the plant become choked with the roots or plant growth of the “lusts of other things.”
4C. “THE LUSTS OF OTHER THINGS.”
	LUSTS OF OTHER THINGS
Definition:  God’s word is sown but the heart (mind or soul) is filled with the craving, longing, desire for what is forbidden, lusts of other non-Godly things which choke the roots and plants of God’s word = no fruit developed to maturity.  
Romans 10:3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.  
2 Corinthians 2:11 Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his devices.  
Matthew 15:19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies:  
1 Corinthians 6:19 Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.
Lasciviousness:  
1. inclined to lustfulness; wanton; lewd: 2. Arousing sexual desire: lascivious photographs. 3. Indicating sexual interest or expressive of lust or lewdness: a lascivious gesture.
Lewd:
1. inclined to, characterized by, or inciting to lust or lechery; lascivious. 2. obscene or indecent, as language or songs; salacious.   Colossians 3:1 (The Message translation) So if you’re serious about living this new resurrection life with Christ, act like it. Pursue the things over which Christ presides. Don’t shuffle along, eyes to the ground, absorbed with the things right in front of you. Look up, and be alert to what is going on around Christ—that’s where the action is. See things from his perspective. 3-4 Your old life is dead. Your new life, which is your real life—even though invisible to spectators—is with Christ in God. He is your life. When Christ (your real life, remember) shows up again on this earth, you’ll show up, too—the real you, the glorious you. Meanwhile, be content with obscurity, like Christ. 5-8 And that means killing off everything connected with that way of death: sexual promiscuity, impurity, lust, doing whatever you feel like whenever you feel like it, and grabbing whatever attracts your fancy. That’s a life shaped by things and feelings instead of by God. It’s because of this kind of thing that God is about to explode in anger. It wasn’t long ago that you were doing all that stuff and not knowing any better. But you know better now, so make sure it’s all gone for good: bad temper, irritability, meanness, profanity, dirty talk.
	 Mark 8:34 And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 35 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel's, the same shall save it. 36 For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? 37 Or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? 38 Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful generation; of him also shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.






5. OVERALL, DRIVER OF THINGS AGAINST GOD ARE INIQUITY*
Any God-Results that we get in our lives comes from the relationship of obedience to God.  
2 Timothy 2:19 Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal, The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity. 20 But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and of silver, but also of wood and of earth; and some to honour, and some to dishonour. 21 If a man therefore purge himself from these, he shall be a vessel unto honour, sanctified, and meet for the master's use, and prepared unto every good work. 22 Flee also youthful lusts: but follow righteousness, faith, charity, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart. 23 But foolish and unlearned questions avoid, knowing that they do gender strifes. 24 And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, 25 In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 26 And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.
Matthew 13:36  Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field. 37 He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man; 38 The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one; 39  The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels. 40 As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world. 41 The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity; 42 And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 43 Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.
James 1:12 Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him. 13 Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man: 14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 15 Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 16 Do not err, my beloved brethren. 17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.
1 Corinthians 10:13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.

LESSON TAKE AWAYS:
Knowledge: Jesus stated that if we did not understand this parable, we would not understand the things regarding the Kingdom of God.  God’s word is alive and brings about His expected end every time!  If we are not getting the results of His Kingdom, we need to check our mind and ask God to correct it. 
Understanding: Jesus said that it is the Father’s good pleasure to give us the Kingdom; therefore, we need to seek with our whole heart what God is saying, hear it, believe it, obey it, continue in it, speak and shout it out!
Application: We need to go after His word and get it in abundance intentionally meditating it until our inner image is changed as we get God’s revelation secrets of understanding and wisdom to apply in our lives this week!

D.  It is believers that have exchanged their time from seeking God to making money.
3. What does the lust of other things refer to? 
A.  It is spending most of one’s time studying the word of God; it can be said that you “lust after God!”
B.   Other things pile up causing you to dislike those that have more of the word of God than yourself.
C.  It is things such as sexual pleasures, chasing after promotion, trying to keep up with the Jones’, instead of placing God first.
D.   It is giving too much time to things in the Kingdom of God.
4. What is the impact of iniquity on the ability of the word (seed) of God sown in us toward bringing forth the “fruits” of the Kingdom of God which is God’s results in our lives?
A.  We know that iniquity has a negative impact therefore when we become aware of it we can speak adequately regarding its definition knowing that it only impacts those that are ignorant of it. 
B.   Iniquity is invisible in that we are not aware of it because it is deep within our thinking causing us to not hear God’s speaking to us or not seeking His thoughts on matters whereby we don’t become doers of the word getting no Godly results. 
C.  It only impacts those that are not saved and therefore Jesus does not have the relationship of “being bruised for our iniquities;” so the unsaved are the only ones that are impacted by it; not the saved.
D.  Iniquity has no impact on those who are saved because we believe that we receive and therefore speak accordingly while expecting some day in the future our supernatural manifestation will come.
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
