1 What is Christ’s Character in Righteousness, Holiness and Integrity?

Thus far the lessons in this course have addressed the power and importance of God’s word and meditation in it; to HEAR His speaking to us, which in turn, gives the 9 FOUNDATION STONES that are necessary to become ROOTED and GROUNDED.  God’s purpose and power in prayer and fasting and iniquity, its origin, impact and how to rid ourselves of it and its consequences have also been addressed.  In this lesson we will dive into the CHARACTER of CHRIST and the BLUEPRINT He has provided, the POWER given us through the Holy Spirit and the RESULTS that manifests through our being united with Him. (Yoked together) 
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Righteousness: the action of God that makes man to be accounted just, or free from guilt and the penalty of sin.  It is the judgment of God, where He pardons all our sins as we believe on Christ, and counts and accepts, us as righteous in the eyes of the law. In addition to this, He pardons us of sin, and declares that we are justified through our belief and acceptance of the sacrifice of Jesus on the cross and His resurrection from the dead.
Romans 5:17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. 19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.
 2 Corinthians 5:21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.


Holiness: Means to demonstrate blessedness and godliness in an individual’s character as one is consecrated to God and His purposes through His revealed will.  It comes from a progressive conformation to God’s will in an individual’s thinking and actions.
Romans 6:22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.
Ephesians 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: 4 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love:
Integrity: In looking at the institution of architecture, the finished structure derives from the “blueprint” that gave it the design, size, materials and functional purpose.   In spiritual matters, integrity is the “structure,” in this case, the beliefs and acted-out behaviors of us in society that gives the soundness of honesty and wholeness of the beliefs and principals of which we stand for.  An old expression we often use is “actions speak louder than words.”  A further day to day example of integrity is Holiness.  1 Peter 1:14 As obedient children, do not conform to the evil desires you had when you lived in ignorance. 15 But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; 16 for it is written: “Be holy, because I am holy.” (NIV)  To be holy is to walk in obedience to God, such as to forgive, to trust Him, walking by faith, being honest in all matters, taxes etc., to tithe, to live in morality that is pleasing to God, not having sex until married and once married only being with one’s spouse.
2 Peter 1:1 Simon Peter, a servant and an apostle of Jesus Christ, to them that have obtained like precious faith with us through the righteousness of God and our Saviour Jesus Christ: 2 Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Jesus our Lord, 3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 4  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. 5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; 7And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. 8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins. 10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: 11For so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. 12 Wherefore I will not be negligent to put you always in remembrance of these things, though ye know them, and be established in the present truth.
As one through continual diligence, adds excellence (virtue) to their faith, or what they have heard from God, they come into the revelation or secrets (knowledge) of our Lord.  Self-control or temperance is then added to the situation with patience and holiness (Godliness).  The behavior manifests as kindness through an unyielding and fervent love which beacons a “light nature” which gives glory to God. A simple yet profound example of this is given in the testimony below.
I had an occasion to misplace my cell phone and after a very thorough search of my vehicle and home, it was resolved that the phone had truly been lost.  Upon retracing my steps, I returned to the store that my wife and I had last shopped, before which I had my phone…still no phone.  Around 8 PM that evening the Lord spoke to me and stated that “I am looking at your phone.”  The Lord then told me to focus on the sermon I had just presented the day before which dealt with not looking at things which are seen but instead to focus on the things which were not seen. (2 Corinthians 4:18) My wife and I had watched a YouTube teaching that evening, by Jerry Savelle, 2016 The Year of the Great Breaking Loose, where he had shared an interview that he had been a part of 30 years prior.  The interview was of himself and a pastor of Harlem, New York who had given testimony of his church being robbed by two vandals with masks and guns that had been stopped by two large angels with golden pistols, and the vandals returned the money and accepted the Lord.  The next morning as I approached the Lord in praise and worship and tongues, the Lord informed me that I also had an angel working with me and He had been sent to get a honest person to retrieve my phone; I was to instruct my angel as to where I wanted the phone to be taken.  I told my angel to take the phone to a specific retail cell phone outlet.  My wife called the outlet and they stated the phone had been turned in.  Upon retrieving it, the clerk asked how I knew to come to the particular outlet to retrieve the phone, I informed him that the Lord had told me the phone was there.  The clerk asked me the question twice.
Just as the Lord had known the location of the phone, as He stated “I am looking at your phone,” He knows of every issue in life that we are dealing with and has made it possible, through the “divine nature” we have received in Christ Jesus, for us to know also the resolution of every issue in our lives!  This ability, and blessing is dependent on our becoming rooted and grounded in the 9 Foundation Stones and the 9 Christ Characteristics listed in 2 Peter 1:5-7.
2 Our Blueprint to Follow Diligence, Faith & Virtue
Everything that is built must come from a design.  Every vehicle, home, building, article of clothing, shoes and even the tooth brush that we use, all have intricated and exacting designs that they are created from.  The victorious life that has been made available to us in Christ Jesus…self-esteem being transformed to Christ-esteem, ignorance of direction in life being changed to Prayer and Hearing direction from God and dejection, gloominess and being melancholy to being promoted to having a good relationship with God and mankind.  All of these life characteristic outcomes experience the “life more abundantly,” changes spoken of by Jesus in John 10:10.  Note the scriptural reference below that drives the transformation.
2 Peter 1:5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue;
The Lord underlines that the first characteristic to begin the kingdom of God results in our lives is DILIGENCE…in fact the scripture states… “giving all diligence.”  Jesus spoke in Mark 4:30-32 and Matthew 17:20 and John 8:31-32 of the necessity and power of diligence.
Mark 4:30 And he said, Whereunto shall we liken the kingdom of God? or with what comparison shall we compare it? 31 It is like a grain of mustard seed, which, when it is sown in the earth, is less than all the seeds that be in the earth: 32 But when it is sown, it groweth up, and becometh greater than all herbs, and shooteth out great branches; so that the fowls of the air may lodge under the shadow of it.
Mathew 17:20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.
John 8:31 Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.
These scriptures point out that in the Kingdom of God there is DILIGENCE of character and in order for us to get said results you must be diligent…continuous, focused, having a manifestation of character of not giving up or quitting!  That means you are in class, early, with homework, meditation and studies completed.  DILIGENCE of character gets you God’s results in your life.
2 Peter 1:5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue;
Diligence is added to Faith.  Bottom line…Faith comes from hearing and hearing by the word of God Romans 4:17.  We must hear, in our spirit, the voice of God!  We must do more than read it…more than hear the minister exhort on it, more than hear the DVD or CD teaching on it…and more than hear someone else’s testimony regarding to the great move of God in their lives!  You must give the prioritization and time to God to meditate day and night on what His word says…. focus, concentrate, repeat it and think on it while asking God what it IS He is saying to YOU!
2 Peter 1:5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue;
VIRTUE means excellence.  How have you applied yourself to your studies, reading, seeking God, while meditating His word?  It is starting your next lesson today when you leave class, then giving some quality focused time tomorrow…and the next day, and the next.  It is looking up words that you are not aware of, reading some of the resources listed, calling another student and comparing notes…come on already…what you sow, you reap! What is it that you really want to get from the Almighty, who happens to be your Heavenly Father?
3. Our Enabling Power Knowledge, Temperance & Patience

2 Peter 1:5B… and to virtue knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness;
I have found through seeking the Lord and praying in the spirit that in 2 Peter 1, there are two different word meanings for the word KNOWLEDGE.  In verse 2 it’s listed twice, verse 3, once in verses 5 and 6 once in verse 8.  However, in all the verses except 5 and 6 its meaning is to have information or recognition.  In verses 5 and 6 its meaning broadens to “certify, declare, give to understand and has its meaning ratcheted up to receiving secrets and revelation from God.”  The Lord spoke the following regarding the different levels of Knowledge.
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Knowledge in verses 5 and 6 come in alignment with “the experience & benefit of drinking it.”
TEMPERANCE is self-control.  When speaking of this it means to through the power of God by His Spirit, to come into control of your will and body as and through the discipline given by Him.  The Lord speaks in 1 Corinthians 14:40 Let all things be done decently and in order.  He causes and empowers this to come off of the page of the bible into actuality in our daily lives…now this gives Kingdom results!
PATIENCE is the strength to be calm in the storm.  The reason we can be calm is because we’ve received assurance from God by revelation knowledge, experience and confidence deriving from past experience, that all is and will be well.  Note the references below:
2 Kings 6:15 And when the servant of the man of God was risen early, and gone forth, behold, an host compassed the city both with horses and chariots. And his servant said unto him, Alas, my master! how shall we do? 16 And he answered, Fear not: for they that be with us are more than they that be with them. 17 And Elisha prayed, and said, LORD, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he may see. And the LORD opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw: and, behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire round about Elisha.
Acts 27:20 And when neither sun nor stars in many days appeared, and no small tempest lay on us, all hope that we should be saved was then taken away. 21But after long abstinence Paul stood forth in the midst of them, and said, Sirs, ye should have hearkened unto me, and not have loosed from Crete, and to have gained this harm and loss. 22 And now I exhort you to be of good cheer: for there shall be no loss of any man's life among you, but of the ship. 23 For there stood by me this night the angel of God, whose I am, and whom I serve, 24 Saying, Fear not, Paul; thou must be brought before Caesar: and, lo, God hath given thee all them that sail with thee. 25 Wherefore, sirs, be of good cheer: for I believe God, that it shall be even as it was told me.
4 God’s Results in us (His Kingdom Come), Godliness, Brotherly Kindness & Charity

As we come into the homestretch of this lesson, we foresee God’s RESULTS as a resolution to our being formed in the character of Christ.  In states in Amos 3:3 Can two walk together except they be agreed.  Once again, as I have sought the Lord diligently and in the spirit; He has revealed to me that the scripture does not say can two walk together except they agree… but instead it states clearly except they be agreed!  There is a huge difference between the two words of agree and agreed!  Agree means to have a mutual mental assent to do.  AGREED means to have become by action and transformation to not only the same mental assent but having done what was agreed to…to have become it.  

The characteristic of Jesus is found in the 9 Christ characteristics.  As a brief synopsis of a portion of His nature is He is diligent, faithful, with excellence and revelation knowledge, self-controlled, patient, Godly (Holy), with extreme kindness in LOVE.  As we become transformed by His spirit and our obedience, we walk with Him…become Yoked together.  AGREED!

Well, Jesus is all of that.  As we become the same, we put away lying, unforgiveness, fornication, adultery, stealing, jealousy, not tithing, disobedience, etc.…….
Next, BROTHERLY-KINDNESS has been displayed as Jesus continuously walked in compassion as He traversed the earth. 
Matthew 14:14 And Jesus went forth, and saw a great multitude, and was moved with compassion toward them, and he healed their sick.
Mark 1:41 And Jesus, moved with compassion, put forth his hand, and touched him, and saith unto him, I will; be thou clean.
Through the ability we have received from Jesus by the power of the Holy Spirit we can do as He did.
Lastly CHARITY, which is the God Love nature or Agape will be summed up with only one scriptural reference…. John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
As we end this lesson focusing on getting God’s Results in the earth as it is in Heaven let’s look at the scriptural information given after these Christ characteristics…
2 Peter 1:8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins. 10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: 11For so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. 12 Wherefore I will not be negligent to put you always in remembrance of these things, though ye know them, and be established in the present truth.
There are 7 things I would like to draw your attention to:
1. if these things be in you, and abound
2. make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ
3. if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: 
4. brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure 
5. so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.
6. put you always in remembrance of these things
7. and be established in the present truth.
5. Illustrations of Yoked and Unevenly-Yoked with Christ
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The purpose of these illustrations is to emphasize that by this time you should have made a “Christ decision” to follow the Lord “All the Way!”  By now you should see that the Kingdom of God fully engaged in one’s life yield Kingdom of God results which are supernatural and not the “lukewarmness” of too many in the church that are positioned between being conformed to the world or transformed to God’s Kingdom.

What the transformed mind of those who are HOT in their pursuit of Christ’s character is they have made it a priority in their life to put God first!  They are thoroughly rooted and grounded in the 9 Foundation stones of Repentance from Dead Works, Faith towards God, being Baptized in Christ, the Holy Spirit with tongues and Power, Water and Fire, with the Laying on of Hands, Resurrection from the Dead and eternal Judgment doctrines fully known, experienced and applied in their lives.  They also have put on Christ’s Divine Nature through Giving all Diligence in Adding to their Faith, Virtue and to Virtue Knowledge (revelation secrets of God), and to Knowledge Temperance and to Temperance Patience and to Patience Godliness, and to godliness Brotherly-Kindness and to Brotherly Kindness, CHARITY.  The Lord gives a promise that if these things be in you and abound then you shall never fall!

These Christ characteristics incorporate several kingdom laws of the Heavenly realm.  The power of the “mustard seed,” becoming “YOKED WITH CHRIST” through walking with Him in an “AGREED STATUS” while experiencing the TRANSFORMING ANOINTING of the “LIFE OF CHRIST” by “ATTAINING HIS HELP IN OUR TIME OF NEED” through His being the “AUTHOR and FINISHER” of our Faith!  Following are scriptures relating to each of these Kingdom Laws.
Power of the Mustard seed: Matthew 17:20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.  Mark 4:30 And he said, Whereunto shall we liken the kingdom of God? or with what comparison shall we compare it? 31 It is like a grain of mustard seed, which, when it is sown in the earth, is less than all the seeds that be in the earth: 32 But when it is sown, it groweth up, and becometh greater than all herbs, and shooteth out great branches; so that the fowls of the air may lodge under the shadow of it.
Yoked with Christ: Matthew 11:28 Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.  Philippians 4:3 And I intreat thee also, true yokefellow, help those women which laboured with me in the gospel, with Clement also, and with other my fellowlabourers, whose names are in the book of life.
Agreed Status: Amos 3:3 Can two walk together, except they be agreed?  Matthew 18:19  Again I say unto you, That if two of you shall agree on earth as touching any thing that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which is in heaven. 20 For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them.
Transforming anointing: Romans 12:1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.  Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.
Life of Christ: Romans 8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.  Galatians 2:20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.
Attaining the Help of the Lord: Hebrews 4:14 Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. 15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. 16 Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need. John 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.  John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
Author and Finisher: Hebrews 12:2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. Revelation 21:6 And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.
These things promised us of Our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ have already been prepared for us in His Inheritance which is in us awaiting awakening through our obedience, God prioritization, focus and DILIGENCE!  This great inheritance in the unseen Kingdom of God within us can be related to the miracle of the growth process of the Chinese Bamboo tree.  Once it is planted it must be watered daily for 5 continuous years and yet the growth does not manifest until the fifth year.  At that time, it grows to 90 feet tall within 60 days!  That equates to 2.14 feet per day!!  What happens is that during those five years the growth is happening underneath the surface as it develops an elaborate and thorough foundational root system that will support the “miraculous growth” of those 60 days!!  
So, it is in the realm of the Spirit in the Kingdom of God, as you build your foundation through the 9 Foundation Stones and the 9 Christ Characteristics, the Lord prepares the Kingdom results to manifest in your life as He has predestinated for you in His foreknowledge in His Kingdom coming into the earth as it is in Heaven.
Jeremiah 29:11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.
Ephesians 1:10 That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:
We therefore have a great inheritance prepared for us before the foundation of the world to overcome in all the Issues of Life, through our Obedience and continuing in the Lord!
1 Corinthians 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.
LESSON TAKE AWAYS:

Knowledge: we have available in our Christ DNA His divine nature to become as He is through our adding His characteristics by the Holy Spirit and our diligence and obedience.
Understanding: It is for us to be “like Him” in our Heavenly Father’s plan and provisions for us.
Application: The Lord admonishes us in James 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. We can therefore bring the Kingdom of God into the earth in our daily living.
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 God commands every believer to obey the law of love, which is written on our hearts when we are born again. To grow in faith, we must grow in love, because the two always work together.  $21.00

2. Define Righteousness, Holiness and Integrity

A.  Righteousness and Holiness are the same thing, which is being good.  Integrity means to be as good humanly as possible.
B.  Righteousness is being able to give correct scripture for specific issues in one’s life, while holiness means to be the best as humanly possible.  Integrity means to be honest in one’s heart.
C.  Righteousness means to believe what you have heard from, while holiness comes from a progressive conformation to God’s will in an individual’s thinking and actions.  Integrity is beliefs and acted-out behaviors in society that gives the soundness of honesty and wholeness of the beliefs and principals of  God which we stand for.
D.  Righteousness equates to tithing and forgiving from the heart; whereas holiness is not to lust for that which is not yours.  Integrity means being honest in the sight of God who sees and knows all.

3. What are the aspects of our enabling power?

A.  The aspects of our enabling power are through reading the Word and understanding what we have read.
